Analysis of HB424 -- PSEO Provisions
Key provisions include: 

1) Requiring regional advisory councils to design a strategy for participation in the post-secondary enrollment option (PSEO) program for public and non-public schools for each region and to share plans with other regions. 

2) Removes previous provisions from the Ohio Core requiring certain scores to be attained on exams for receipt of credit.  Provision replaced with language allowing college credit for course offered at IHEs, distance learning, or in a high school with credit recorded on a student’s transcript. 

3) Requires any instructor offering college course work in high school to hold a master’s degree in the content area being taught. 

4) Defines “accelerated learning program” to mean college coursework completed at high school.  Credit could be received by a specific score on a placement exam, AP or IB test scores.  Local districts, JVS schools may all offer accelerated learning programs. 

5)  Colleges will be prohibited from imposing more stringent entrance requirements for PSEO students.  Also, the CORE curriculum completion shall not be required to take courses though course pre-requisites may be required if needed. 
6) Credit shall be given by the high school by looking at the course content not the number of hours of course classroom instruction. 

7) Coursework will be weighted and used in class rankings based on the complexity of the course. 

8) Colleges will not receive funding for any courses offered that are not in the transfer module or Transfer Assurance Guide developed by the board of regent or part of a certification program, or taught by non-qualified instructors.

9) ODE will be required to develop a data system to track       information about PSEO.

10) Date for notifying districts of participation will be moved to May 31st of each year. 

11) By September 1, 2008, ODE will develop a report on the summer PSEO programs.
