Essex School for the Gifted. The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is designed to provide a variety of distinctive educational experiences, supplemental to and different from the usual high school work. The curriculum shall provide specific in-depth experiences designed to highlight future leadership.

Eleventh-grade students who will be seniors during the 2009-2010 school year are eligible to submit applications through their superintendents. Each superintendent is authorized to forward one application for each 10,000 ADM, or fraction thereof, in that school district to the host institution.  The host institution shall select at least 70 students to attend.  No fees may be charged to students.
Proposal application information:

· Completed proposals must be received in the ODE offices by November 7, 2008.  Submit five (5) copies.

· The grant will be awarded to a public or private university or college or a not-for-profit organization in Ohio.

· The size of award will be $65,800.

· The project period for the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted will be July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009.  The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted may take place after June 30, 2009, provided that the funds are obligated no later than June 30, 2009 and expended no later than September 30, 2009.

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Introduction

The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is an academic summer program for gifted students who have just completed eleventh grade.  The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is funded by the State of Ohio and administered by the Office for Exceptional Children in the Ohio Department of Education (ODE).  The purpose of the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is to provide a variety of distinctive educational experiences designed to highlight future leadership.  
Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted Operating Requirements

Student Eligibility 

To be eligible for participation, a student must meet the criteria for identification as a gifted student described in Ohio Administrative Code 3301-51-15 (see Appendix D), must be an Ohio resident, and must have completed the eleventh grade in the school year prior to the summer of his or her participation in the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.  Students who do not meet these criteria are not eligible for participation in the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.

Length of Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted and Dates
The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted must operate for at least five calendar days. It must take place during the summer of 2009.  If the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is held during July or August, 2009, the funds must be obligated no later than June 30, 2009, and expended no later than September 30, 2009.
Student Recruitment

The host institution of a Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is responsible for developing and implementing strategies to publicize the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted and recruit eligible gifted students to attend, including, but not limited to, developing a web site.  

Limited information regarding the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted will be posted to the ODE web site.  Additionally, an announcement regarding the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted will be sent by email to gifted education contacts in Ohio public school districts by ODE staff.

However, publicizing the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted and recruiting eligible students is primarily the responsibility of the host institution.  Therefore, the proposal should include a student recruitment plan listing the strategies that will be employed by the institution to publicize the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted and ensure adequate enrollment.
Equal Opportunity and Underrepresented Populations

Minority and disadvantaged students, students with disabilities and students for whom English is a second language are significantly underrepresented among students identified as gifted.  These students face a disproportional lack of access to gifted services. The host institution must develop and implement specific strategies to publicize the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted to minority and disadvantaged students, students with disabilities and students for whom English is a second language and to solicit applications from eligible students from these populations.

The host institution must also agree not to discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, disability (Americans with Disabilities Act), age or veteran status when hiring or contracting staff to perform services related to the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.
Student Selection  

At least seventy students should be chosen to attend the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.  The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is responsible for managing the selection process.  The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted must meet the deadlines described in the timeline below.
Eleventh-grade students who will be seniors during the 2009-20010 school year are eligible to submit applications through their superintendents. Each superintendent is authorized to forward one application for each 10,000 ADM, or fraction thereof, in that school district to the host institution.  The host institution shall select at least 70 students to attend.  Each application should include a Student Eligibility Confirmation Form.
The proposal shall describe the contents of the application and the process for selecting the students, including the scoring criteria that will be used to evaluate applications and select students.  Proposed admission criteria must be listed in the institution’s proposal.  Only students who are Ohio residents and meet the gifted identification criteria described in Ohio Administrative Code 3301-51-15 may be accepted.

Documents needed as portions of the application package are to be determined by the host institution.

Curriculum

Objectives

The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted is designed to provide a variety of distinctive educational experiences, supplemental to and different from the usual high school work. The curriculum shall provide specific in-depth experiences designed to highlight future leadership.  It should use innovative techniques and a cohesive set of activities to permit students to explore issues related to leadership.  It should allow students to work with practicing professionals to develop the skills needed to be leaders in tomorrow’s society.  The educational experiences should use a variety of strategies not usually experienced in traditional school settings.  There should be a high degree of interaction among participants.
Responsibility

The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted director is responsible for identifying instructors and ensuring the quality of the program.  

Student Care

Student Medical Care

The host institution must develop procedures to ensure student access to emergency medical care.  The host must develop “permission to treat” forms and policies so that treatment for sick or injured students may be obtained while students are in the care of the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted host institution.

The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted host institution should also develop policies and procedures for inventory, management and distribution of student prescriptions and “over-the-counter” medications.  

Medical care policies and sample documents should be included in the final report.

Food Service

All meals must be provided during the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.
The school is strongly encouraged to solicit information about food allergies and special dietary needs prior to the start of the program.

Student Security and Supervision
The safety of students is a priority.  Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted should develop policies, procedures and staff training materials related to:

· Severe weather;

· Fire;

· Violent acts or threats of violence;

· Student supervision;

· Transportation safety (if applicable);

· Security; 

· Communication with local police and campus security.

Security and supervision policies should be included in the final report and staff training materials.  Documentation of security and supervision policies may be requested by reviewers during on-site reviews.
The host institution must conduct completed criminal background checks for all program staff that have significant contact with students.  Documentation of background check reports completed within the past year and a complete roster of staff will be requested by ODE staff during the on-site review.

Evaluation and Reporting Requirements

On-site Reviews

The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted will be subject to on-site reviews by ODE staff or volunteers designated by ODE to perform on-site reviews.  

Formal on-site reviews will be scheduled in advance in consultation with the director.  The director must be available to meet with the on-site reviewers at the scheduled time to answer questions about the school and provide the reviewers access to relevant documents. However, ODE reserves the right to visit the program at any time while students are in session if safety concerns are raised by students, families of students, or program staff.
The on-site reviews will focus on the school’s fulfillment of the requirements described in the Request for Proposals.  

A copy of the on-site review summary will be sent to the director within two weeks following the school.  Comments and suggestions for improvement should be addressed in any future proposals.

Note: Any problem requiring immediate corrective action will be addressed on the day of the on-site visit or whenever it occurs.  A written report regarding the situation shall be completed by the director within two weeks.

Final Reports

Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted must submit a final report to ODE by August 28, 2009.  The final report should include the following items: 
1. Demographic Data

Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted must complete and submit the demographic data form provided in Appendix C of the Request for Proposals.

2. Student Roster 

Submit a list of students who actually attended the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted. 
3. Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted Schedule of Activities
A copy of the schedule of activities must be included.
4. Application Forms

Copies of blank student application materials should be included in the final report.  Completed application materials, including individual student data, should not be included. 
5. Publicity and Recruitment Materials

Copies or samples of any Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted publicity or recruitment materials using Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted grant funds should be included in the final report.

6. Student Eligibility Confirmation Forms

Include documentation showing that each accepted student who commits to attend meets the criteria for gifted identification.  Note: These forms may be given to the reviewers during the on-site review.
7. Evaluation 

In a data-driven accountability environment, it is vital that Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted develop and implement procedures for measuring and documenting student learning and growth as a result of participating in the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.  Descriptions of these measures and summary data must be included.
8. Suggestions for improvement for Future Martin W. Essex Schools for the Gifted 

Final reports must include suggestions for improvements in future schools.  

9. Other Documents and Materials

The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted directors may submit copies of documents, forms, curriculum or other materials they believe may be of interest to ODE.

Final Expenditure Reports

Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted director must submit a final expenditure report at the end of the project.  If FERs are not submitted in a timely fashion, eligibility for future awards for the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted may be affected. 
The final expenditure report must be submitted to Tom Main in the Office for Exceptional Children by October 30, 2009.  Mail to Tom Main, Ohio Department of Education, Mail Stop 203, 25 South Front Street, Columbus, OH 43215-4183.
Funding Timeline

Once a proposal and budget are approved for funding, the award recipient may request funds by submitting a Project Cash Request (PCR) to Tom Main, Fiscal Consultant, Office for Exceptional Children.
Program Changes

The funded institution must operate The Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted as described in their proposal.  Any substantive changes must be approved in advance by ODE.  Changes which necessitate a budget change over ten percent in any category will require a revised budget.
Proposal Requirements

Cover Page

Complete the proposal cover page included in the appendix of the RFP.  Do not attach a binding or use page protectors or notebooks.  Proposals may be clipped together only with binder clips.
Table of Contents

Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted Overview  

Provide a narrative overview of the proposed Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.  

Schedule

Provide an overview of the proposed Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted schedule, including program dates. 

Capacity

Describe the host institution’s ability to complete the requirements in the RFP.  Evidence of ability may include descriptions of facilities, instructional expertise, faculty talent, institutional support and prior experience hosting programs for youth.

Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted Director

The institution must designate a Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted director who will be responsible for ensuring that the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted complies with the requirements in the RFP and who will serve as the primary liaison between the institution and ODE.

Describe the relevant qualifications of the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted director.
Course/Activity Descriptions

Proposals should include the major topics to be addressed and the instructional strategies that will be used in each class or activity.  If the program will be taught by a primary instructor, include relevant qualifications of the instructor for the course or, if a specific instructor has not yet been identified, list the minimum qualifications that will be used to select the instructor. If the program will primarily be taught by guest instructors, indicate how they will be chosen and the procedures that will be used to assure that the guests understand the needs of gifted students and use appropriate techniques for instruction.

Eleventh-grade students who will be seniors during the 2009-2010 school year are eligible to submit applications through their superintendents. Each superintendent is authorized to forward one application for each 10,000 ADM, or fraction thereof, in that school district to the host institution.  The host institution shall select a minimum of 70 students to attend.  Each application should include a Student Eligibility Confirmation Form.
The proposal shall describe the contents of the application and the process for selecting the students, including the scoring criteria that will be used to evaluate applications and select students.
Underrepresented Populations

Describe specific strategies that will be used to publicize the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted to minority and disadvantaged students, students with disabilities and students for whom English is a second language and to encourage applications from them.
Web site

Describe the content that would be included in the proposed Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted’s web site.  
Student Care Plan

Student safety and care is a priority for the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.  Proposals should include descriptions of facilities and policies that will ensure the health, safety and well-being of participating students.  

Health Care

Describe how the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted will provide emergency medical care for participating students.  

Security and Supervision

Describe policies and procedures to be employed by the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted for ensuring the safety of participating students.

Evaluation Plan

Proposals should include descriptions of evaluation strategies that will measure and document the effectiveness of the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.
This category relates to strategies the host will use to measure the quality and impact of the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted, including measuring and documenting student learning and growth. 
The grant recipient will work with ODE staff to assure that adequate student and parent evaluations are in place prior to the school.

On-site Review

Past grant recipients must address concerns or suggestions from the previous year’s on-site review. The proposal should also include a summary of the data from student surveys, evaluation of that data and a response to any concerns raised by the data.

Budget 

General Budget
Complete the General Budget Form included in the appendix of the RFP.  Provide a budget narrative describing in detail items on the Budget Form.  Provide descriptions and supporting documentation for budget items.   

Personnel – Salaries and Wages

Include a statement that shows the proposed salaries and wages for personnel in the program.  

Employee Benefits

Include a statement that shows the fringe benefits commonly associated with employees’ costs, such as retirement, worker’s compensation and insurance.

Other Purchased (Contracted) Services

If any other contracted services are used in the project, include them as “Other Purchased Services” and provide an explanation for the expenditure.  Examples may include rental equipment and services.  Include the name of the agency or organization that is expected to receive each proposed contract.

Operational Communications 

Report all costs associated with communication, such as telephone expenses and postage.

Publicity and Student Recruitment and Selection
Report costs related to publicizing the program and recruiting eligible students.

Materials and Supplies

Include the cost of all materials and supplies that will be used for the project, including workbooks, tests, games, paper and other related items.
In-Kind Support

Describe costs that will be paid by the host institution or third parties.  Provide an estimate of the value of in-kind support to be provided by the host institution or third parties.  The in-kind support will not be reflected on the actual budget form.
Other Direct Costs

Include an explanation of any other costs not included above.
Residential Budget 
All applicants must complete the Calculator for Residential Fees Form to document residential costs.  Documentation of residential costs should be included in the proposal.

Appendix B:  Proposal Rating Criteria
Explanation of Criteria

Raters (leaders in gifted education from around the state) will evaluate proposals based on the criteria listed on the “Proposal Reviewer Ratings Form.”  Raters will receive copies of the RFP requirements and the following explanation of rating criteria.  If possible, all raters will read each Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted proposal.

Institute Capacity to Meet RFP Requirements

This category relates to the ability of the host college, university or not-for-profit organization to administer the program and the qualifications of key staff to meet the requirements listed in the request for proposals.  “Institute capacity” includes the availability of relevant facilities and involvement of qualified staff.  For institutions that have hosted the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted or other programs for youth in prior years, past performance is one indicator of institute capacity.  Give lower ratings to proposals that do not demonstrate adequate capacity to meet the RFP requirements, and high ratings to proposals that do.

In evaluating proposals from institutions that have previously hosted the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted, consider the evaluation data summary from the on-site review and the response (if any) to evaluation data included in the proposal.

Key Staff Qualifications

This category relates to the qualifications and relevant experience of the institute director, curriculum consultant, instructors and other key staff.  The institute director is responsible for overseeing the operation of the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted and ensuring compliance with all requirements in the request for proposals.  The proposal should demonstrate the experience of the residence director. Give lower ratings to proposals that do not demonstrate the participation of qualified staff in these roles, and high ratings to proposals that do.  Give higher ratings to proposals that indicate the teaching assistants and residence advisors have expertise and/or experience.

Program Description
This category relates to the class/activity descriptions.  Give higher ratings to proposals that include courses with alternative learning experiences, exploratory and in-depth specialized activities and a high degree of interaction among participants.  

Student Recruitment Plan – Underrepresented Populations

This category relates to strategies used to publicize the school and recruit eligible students.  Give higher ratings to proposals that include detailed strategies for publicity and recruitment and provide specific strategies for recruiting students from populations traditionally underrepresented in gifted programs, such as ethnic minority students, economically disadvantaged students or gifted students with disabilities.

Social and Emotional Issues of Students
This category relates to provisions in the proposal designed to address the social and emotional needs of gifted students.  Proposals should include a description of specific activities, either conducted during the day or in the evening program, that provide support for social and emotional growth.  Give higher ratings to proposals that demonstrate an understanding of the needs and describe a clear plan for meeting the needs.  

Student Care Plan

This category relates to strategies and policies for ensuring the health and safety of students in the Martin W. Essex School for the Gifted. Proposals must include a description of the methods used to train staff and inform participants about emergency procedures.  Give higher ratings in this category to proposals that describe how emergency medical care and disaster procedures will be assured and how students will be supervised.

Evaluation Plan

This category relates to strategies the college, university or not-for-profit organization will use to measure the quality and impact of the martin W. Essex School for the Gifted.  Give higher ratings to proposals that include evaluation plans addressing strategies for measuring and documenting growth among students.  Give lower ratings to proposals that do not describe how the recipient will measure and document student learning and growth.

Following this phase of the proposal review, a team of consultants from the Ohio Department of Education will complete the review of the proposals.  They will consider the scores and comments from the first phase of the review, on-site reviews, satisfaction data from student and parent surveys and any other relevant information.

Appendix D:  Ohio Administrative Code 3301-51-15

(A)
DEFINITIONS

(1)
"GIFTED" means students who perform or show potential for performing at remarkably high levels of accomplishment when compared to others of their age, experience, or environment and who are identified under division (a), (b), (c), or (d) of section 3324.03 of the Revised Code.

(2)
"SCHOOL DISTRICT" does not include a joint vocational school district.

(3)
"specific academic ability field" means one or more of the following areas of instruction:

(a)
Mathematics;

(b)
Science;

(c)
Reading, writing, or a combination of these skills; and/or

(d)
Social studies.

(4)
"TRAINED INDIVIDUAL" means a person who by training or experience is qualified to perform the prescribed activity, e.g., educator, private teacher, higher education faculty member, working professional in the field of visual or performing arts or a person trained to administer assessments/checklists to identify gifted ability in creative, visual or performing arts.

(5)
"VISUAL OR PERFORMING ARTS ABILITY" means ability in areas such as drawing, painting, sculpting, music, dance, drama.

(C)
ELIGIBILITY

(1)
Definition

The board of education of each district shall identify gifted children in grades kindergarten through twelfth as follows:

(a)
A child shall be identified as exhibiting "superior cognitive ability" if the child did either of the following within the preceding twenty-four months:

(i)
Scored two standard deviations above the mean, minus the standard error of measurement, on an approved individual standardized intelligence test administered by a licensed psychologist; or

(ii)
Accomplished any one of the following:

(a)
Scored at least two standard deviations above the mean, minus the standard error of measurement, on an approved standardized group intelligence test,

(b)
Performed at or above the ninety-fifth percentile on an approved individual or group standardized basic or composite battery of a nationally normed achievement test, or

(c)
Attained an approved score on one or more above grade-level standardized, nationally normed approved tests.

(b)
A child shall be identified as exhibiting "specific academic ability" superior to that of children of similar age in a specific academic ability field if within the preceding twenty-four months the child performs at or above the ninety-fifth percentile at the national level on an approved individual or group standardized achievement test of specific academic ability in that field.  A child may be identified as gifted in more than one specific academic ability field.

(c)
A child shall be identified as exhibiting "creative thinking ability" superior to children of a similar age, if within the previous twenty-four months, the child scored one standard deviation above the mean, minus the standard error of measurement, on an approved individual or group intelligence test and also did either of the following:

(i)
Attained a sufficient score, as established by the department of education, on an approved individual or group test of creative ability; or

(ii)
Exhibited sufficient performance, as established by the department of education, on an approved checklist by a trained individual of creative behaviors.

(d)
A child shall be identified as exhibiting "visual or performing arts ability" superior to that of children of similar age if the child has done both of the following:

(i)
Demonstrated to a trained individual through a display of work, an audition, or other performance or exhibition, superior ability in a visual or performing arts area; and

(ii)
Exhibited to a trained individual sufficient performance, as established by the department of education, on an approved checklist of behaviors related to a specific arts area.
