As you are aware, in December 2006, Ohio’s 126th General Assembly passed Am. Sub. Senate Bill 311, the Ohio Core Legislation.  In addition to mandating a college and work ready curriculum for all Ohio high school students, the Ohio Core calls for the Partnership for Continued Learning (Partnership) to develop several policy recommendations that improve education alignment and increase student success, leading to a high-quality workforce. 
The first policy recommendation that the Partnership is asked to address is dual enrollment. The legislative mandate asks for recommendations that address three broad areas: increased opportunities for students to earn college credit while enrolled in high school, including expanded opportunities on high school campuses; the creation of a definition of “in good standing” for students who wish to participate in dual enrollment; and specific legislative changes that would improve the operation of the Post-secondary Enrollment Options program and other dual enrollment programs. As provided in the statute, the Partnership’s dual enrollment policy recommendations are due May 31, 2007. 
Attached please find the recommendations required by statute.  These policy recommendations are the result of a subcommittee’s work that included over 25 stakeholders from across the state. In addition, as required by statute, both the State Board of Education and the Chancellor of the Board of Regents have been consulted. Finally, the existing statutory members of the Partnership have reviewed and concur with the recommendations.
